Notes on Table AV1611 versus Changing NIVs Table, Old and New Testaments:

1.

The entries to the table are those where a noticeable change of meaning accompanies the change
in wording between the 1984 and 2011 NIVs.

Red and blue shadings in NIV cells denote agreement, even with a change of wording, or dis-
agreement with a particular AV1611 reading respectively. Yellow shading in a 1984 NIV cell
denotes disagreement with the AV1611 and the 2011 NIV where the equivalent 2011 NIV read-
ing is also in disagreement with the AV1611. Orange shading highlights a word or words
OMITTED or shifted. Green shading highlights a word or words ADDED.

Verses marked with g.n. in the Verse column of the table, e.g. Proverbs 18:17 g.n. are those
with distinct gender-neutral changes away from the AV1611, usually for the 2011 NIV but also
where the 1984 NIV is observed to be shifting toward gender neutrality, which is invariably
more pronounced in the 2011 NIV.

Additional notes have sometimes been inserted into cells e.g. 1 Samuel 14:41.

This table will be added to as more changes of meaning from the 1984 NIV to the 2011 NIV are
observed. The current total for the Old Testament is 102.

The current total for the New Testament is 98 i.e. 200 verses with distinct changes in meaning in
total overall.

As Bro. Kinney notes, brandplucked.webs.com/whatabouttheniv2011.htm, What About The
“New” NIV of 20117, many more distinct changes of meaning undoubtedly exist between the
1984 and 2011 NIVs, further proof that the New International Version has no realistic claim to
being called ‘the word of God.’

No changes in wording have occurred in the verses listed above between the 1611 AV1611 and
the 2011 AV1611. The only changes observed are in spelling, punctuation and italics. Changes
in italics have not been noted in this table because they do not constitute changes in wording.

The 1984 NIV agrees wholly with the equivalent AV1611 readings against the 2011 NIV, even
if not with the same wording, in 51 changes between the 1984 and 2011 NIV Old Testaments:

Partial agreement of the 1984 NIV with the equivalent AV1611 readings against the 2011 NIV,

The 1984 NIV agrees wholly with the equivalent AV1611 readings against the 2011 NIV, even
if not with the same wording, in 50 changes between the 1984 and 2011 NIV New Testaments:

Partial agreement of the 1984 NIV with the equivalent AV1611 readings against the 2011 NIV,
even if not with the same wording, occurs in 7 verses, Luke 14:5, 35, John 7:18, 14:23, 2 Corin-
thians 2:14, 5:17, Revelation 16:5.

In sum, the 1984 NIV agrees wholly with the equivalent AV1611 readings against the 2011
NIV, even if not with the same wording, in a total of 101 changes between the 1984 and 2011
NIVs and partially in 28 verses.

The 2011 NIV agrees wholly with the equivalent AV1611 readings against the 1984 NIV, even
if not with the same wording, in 7 changes between the 1984 and 2011 NIV OId Testaments:

Judges 5:16, 2 Samuel 21:19, Job 9:33, 13:20, 16:7, 30:20, Psalm 68:12

Partial agreement of the 2011 NIV with the equivalent AV1611 readings against the 1984 NIV,
even if not with the same wording, occurs in 3 verses, Psalm 8:2, Proverbs 21:28, Ezekiel 18:17.

The 2011 NIV agrees wholly with the equivalent AV1611 readings against the 1984 NIV in 22
changes between the 1984 and 2011 NIV New Testaments:

Partial agreement of the 2011 NIV with the equivalent AV1611 readings against the 1984 NIV,
even if not with the same wording, occurs in 5 verses, Matthew 11:3, Luke 7:19, 20, 17:3, John
4:1.
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In sum, the 2011 NIV agrees wholly with the equivalent AV1611 readings against the 1984
NIV, even if not with the same wording, in a total of 29 changes between the 1984 and 2011
NIVs, and partially in 8 verses. That is, the changes overall from the 1984 to the 2011 NIVs are
away from the AV1611.

The 2011 NIV exhibits a total of 80 gender-neutral changes away from the AV1611, 14 of
which occur at least partially in the 1984 NIV and are marked with an asterisk * in the following
two lists of 2011 NIV gender-neutral changes. The second list of 54 verses shows where the
word “man” or an equivalent masculine term has been changed to a gender-neutral term “Au-
man being” or similar in the 2011 NIV:

The gender-neutral changes in the 1984 and 2011 NIVs away from the AV1611 by the NIV edi-
tors are against the Biblical, God-ordained distinction between the genders and God'’s order of
creation of male and female.

“So God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male and female
created he them” Genesis 1:27.

The gender-neutral changes in the 1984 NIV and particularly in the 2011 NIV in defiance of
scripture’s revealed order of God’s creation of male and female are therefore satanic with the
devil trying to usurp the place of God.

“I will ascend above the heights of the clouds; | will be like the most High” Isaiah 14:14.

Modern version supporters may object to the table on the basis that differences do occur be-
tween AV1611 Editions. For an explanation of differences between the editions of the AV1611
see The purification of the Lord’s word — Psalm 12 v 6-7 and “O Biblios” — The Book Section
11.2 www.timefortruth.co.uk/why-av-only/. However, unlike the 1984, 2011 NIVs, distinct
changes of meaning do not occur between editions of the AV1611, except where some typos
were not removed before the publication of very early editions.

It can genuinely be said of the AV1611 therefore that “The words of the LORD are pure words:
as silver tried in a furnace of earth, purified seven times. Thou shalt keep them, O LORD,
thou shalt preserve them from this generation for ever” Psalm 12:6-7.
