John Lennon

John Lennon said, in 19662:

In 1980, Lennon was shot 4 times 
in the back and killed3.

15 years to judge John Lennon.

Muslims vs. Christian Graves

In December 1987, a Muslim 
in Ibi town in the Wukari Local 
Government area of the Taraba 
State of Nigeria attempted to 
bulldoze graves of white Christian 
missionaries to extend his 
estate6.  

A local Christian man warned the 
Muslim but he took no notice.

When the work started on 
December 24 1987, the bulldozer 
mysteriously caught fire and was 
wrecked. Then the fire began to 
consume the houses of Muslims 
living around the estate.  By 
March 1988, 3000 Muslim houses 
had been gutted.  All prayers etc. 
by local imams were ineffective.  

Also mysteriously, the blaze was 
invisible to all but small children.

The fire stopped when local 
Christians convened a Gospel 
meeting.  400 Muslims got saved.

But a worse fire awaits those who 
mock God, when their ‘thread’ 
breaks.  How?  Read on.

RMS Titanic

RMS (Royal Mail Ship) Titanic set 
out on her maiden voyage from 
Southampton on Wednesday, 
April 10th, 19124.
The grandeur of this vessel and 
the adulation bestowed upon her 
is well known.  As Mrs James 
Modlish5 states:
This vessel was a structural 
marvel, an engineering feat, an 
object of great pride and beauty.
That was how RMS Titanic was 
regarded at the time. The tragic 
fate that overtook her is also well 
known.
Near midnight on April 14th 
1912, RMS Titanic struck an 
iceberg.  She sank in less than 
3 hours.  1517 passengers and 
crew lost their lives.  Only 706 
survived4.
Mrs Modlish shrewdly observes:
This quote has been attributed to 
several, none of which I am sure 
would lay claim to it now: “Not 
even God could sink this ship.”
Man’s works are not a safe 
‘thread.’  Neither is ‘religion.’
